EXPECTATIONS / REQUIREMENTS: ( Individual or Groups of 2-3)
1. Choose your behavior topic (see attached for help with ideas) – Research topic or lab procedure.  Keep a daily journal and photo journal of each step of your experiment if you plan to add any of your own research. Please let me know the approximate class time (expectation = 30-45 minutes) you will need, and if you need the library computers the day of your presentation for interactives.
THREE MAIN REQUIREMENTS:

a. You will TEACH the class not merely “present the information”

b. You must design a lab; Web Quest, interactive computer worksheet, activity, etc.

c. TECHNOLOGY:  You MUST integrate at least two of the following technologies in your presentation:
1. Video Podcast (that you created):
1. Camtasia: (free download movie editor – if you don’t have Movie Maker)

2. Import music as MP3 file (ITunes can be converted to MP3)

2. Podcast (Audio or Audiovisual) on your topic (from the internet), or animation – this must be embedded into your Powerpoint
3. Create a Wiki or a Blog – and monitor for at least three weeks (results and posts will be shown to the class)

4. Design a Netvibes “Widget” to obtain information; RSS feeds; news updates, etc. on your topic

5. Skype or IVDL (Distance Learning Lab):  Locate an expert in the field and the class can speak with him/her.
6. Design a Web Jog (virtual learning): Web Jog is a computer interactive for students to learn about your topic completely on-line.  You must design a hard copy of the format and answer sheet or post online (answers sent to you – you can use “Survey Monkey” to create survey for example.  Students should be able to complete in approximately 30-45 minutes

2. Written Portion: OUTLINE – Format 
a. Journals will be handed in with outline

b. Detailed outline of all topics covered
c. Hard copy of your questions for class (with answers marked)
d. Copy of lab sheets, or worksheets, library sheets, etc.
e. Bibliography = (works cited) = MLA; Keep a very detailed bibliography
3. Presentation portion: 

a. PowerPoint is fine – for part of your presentation REMEMBER: LESS IS MORE – put very little on the slide, and include several photos and/or sketches
1. PLEASE DO NOT READ  ENTIRE PRESENTATION – TEACH US!
b. All members of the group must participate equally in creation of presentation and actual presentation to class
1. NOTE:  If one or more of your members are absent the day of the presentation – you must present without them – and they will then take the written final exam (remember this is one half of your final exam grade)  

c. Part of presentation can be a lab – that you created to teach us about your topic

d. You MUST include some type of interactive lab, or activity that students complete (I will run off any papers you need)
4. 48 HOURS Before your Presentation Date:

a. TEST your presentation on class computer during homeroom; SAVE IT AT THAT TIME – you will lose 10% if it doesn’t work on the day of your presentation and you didn’t check for compatibility.
b. Copy of lab sheets that you need for students

5. DAY OF PRESENTATION:  Stapled together – not in notebook or page protectors:

a. Hard copy of all materials; Answer keys, etc.
