

For this presentation you will work individually or with one partner; to research the epidemiology (cause & control), of an infectious disease, a disease that effects the immune system, or a facet of forensic investigation.  You will develop a presentation in which you communicate your research findings and “teach the class.  You must incorporate a contemporary and innovative presentation tool:  Power Point (alone does not qualify) , Prezi, Podcast, EduBlog, etc. Your presentation should be approximately 10 minutes long, and should cover the following areas:

I) Symptoms:  What are the symptoms of this disease?  Are any of these symptoms particularly characteristic of this disease?  Is it chronic or acute? Lethal or Non-lethal. Who is most likely to be affected?
II) Cause:   What is the infectious agent? Virus, bacteria, Protist, prion? Describe the agent in detail. What is it classification?  To what other organisms is it related?  What is known about its structure?
III) Transmission:   How is this disease transmitted from host to host? Is there a vector involved, describe the interaction between pathogen, host and vector in DETAIL.
IV) Epidemiology:    Where did this disease first emerge?  Is it endemic (native to area, restricted to one area), or pandemic (large area, whole country)?  Has it erupted in periodic epidemic outbreaks?  If so, where and when?  Describe the spread of this disease thru a population or around the world, if applicable.  What human actions are related to this disease?  
V) Treatment:   How is this disease treated?  If a vaccine is available, describe the components and origin of the vaccine and discuss it effectiveness.  If antibiotics are used, discuss the effectiveness of this treatment.  What problems currently exist with treatment strategies?
VI) Prognosis for the Future:   How is this disease likely to affect us in the future?  Will we be able to eradicate (get rid of) it, or will it continue to threaten humans?  Why?
